A Word from Pastor Lori

As we enter into October we will
continue to study the Old Testament,
learning from our past and pressing
toward our future. Part of the
teachings will focus upon being good
stewards of life and ministry. Today |
met with a living stewardship lesson.

In 1911, Luther Franklin McGiboney
Sr. was born in Columbiana. He was
an active member and part of the
church during his life. Part of being an
active part of the church is the blessing
of sharing our tithes. Back in the old
days each church member had a box
of envelopes that were dated with each
Sunday’s date. People would drop
their coins and money in these
envelopes and place them in the
offering plates. People who were paid
monthly often took the time to prepare
four offering envelopes to be taken to
church for the offering each week. Mr.
McGiboney died in 1974. This week
one of his relatives found two offering
envelopes each one signed by Luther
McGiboney among his belongings.
Enclosed in each envelope were two
half-dimes.  These envelopes were
presented to the church as part of
Luther's offering. We estimate that
these envelopes were filled sometime
in the late 1930’s and perhaps set
aside. The relative, a member at a
nearby UMC, brought the tithes to the
storehouse.

As | held the envelopes and thin
silver pieces in my hand it made me
smile. Indeed all that we have is
ultimately God’s and all will find its way
back to Him.

Prayers, presence, gifts, service and
withess — May we continue to give
back to the God who sustains us.
